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Tokyo Legacy Half Marathon 2025 Para Athlete Race Preview

B Wheelchair Race (starts at 8:00 a.m.) Wheelchair Race Director Masazumi Soejima

The theme of Tokyo Legacy Half Marathon 2025, now in its fourth year, is "TOKYO AUTHENTIC." We've invited
Japan's top racers to ensure that this is a truly AUTHENTIC wheelchair race.

The three men's guest racers will be Tomoki Suzuki (Toyota Motor Corporation), who holds the T54 class half
marathon world record (38:32) and won the bronze medal in the marathon at the Paris 2024 Paralympics,
Ryota Yoshida (SUS), who finished in 8th place in the same marathon, and Hiroki Kishizawa (Hitachi Solutions),
who has been in excellent form this season, recording new personal records in track events. Eight other racers
will be competing, but all will be Japanese racers who have demonstrated a great deal of ability, so it will be
hard to predict just how the race will turn out. Suzuki, who is now in the midst of a three-race win streak, is a
particular standout, and his approach to the race will determine the direction it takes. | expect to see an
exciting race, so | hope Kishizawa will use his momentum to gain ground, and racers like Yoshida and Rinpei
Sasaki (ANAORI.A.C), who has been posting even better times lately, will form a pack and compete with each
other. | don't think they'll be getting tangled up near the finish line, but instead it will probably all come down
to the first half of the race. Falling behind the other racers before the Tomihisacho intersection in the earlier
part of the race would make the rest a struggle, so one highlight will be seeing how the racers compete for
positions shortly after the start of the race, led by Suzuki.

There will be five female racers, three of whom are invited athletes: Wakako Tsuchida (Will Raise), Tsubasa
Nakamine (Misato Swimming School), and Kazumi Takimura (Oracle Corporation Japan). Both Tsuchida and
Nakamine are half marathon Asian record holders (47:55), but the previous champion Tsuchida has the more
stable record. She is a powerful uphill racer, so the question is where she will be putting on speed and how
much Nakamine can gain on her. The half marathon is a great step toward a full marathon, so this race will
provide a precious opportunity to race alongside world-class athletes like Suzuki and Tsuchida. | also hope to
see some bold efforts by younger racers like Katsumoto Toyama (Mitsubishi Corporation) and Kaede Masaki
(Kanto Para Athletics). I'm looking forward to watching some AUTHENTIC wheelchair racing by this year's
diverse competitors.

M Para Athletes Race (starts at 8:05 a.m.) Race Director Division Manabu Suzuki

This year's race comes right after events like the World Para Athletics Championships, so in this year's
competition, we'll be seeing a diverse group of para athletes that's a little different than the usual lineup. This
year there will be a larger number of first-time competitors, and | truly feel that the Tokyo Legacy Half
Marathon has cemented its position as a place where even more para athletes can expand their possibilities.

Six male and four female athletes have entered to compete in the visual impairment class (T11/T12). The
invited athlete with a proven track record is Yutaka Kumagai (Mitsui Direct General Insurance), who took his
first 1st place victory last year in the T12 class while also setting a new world record for the half marathon
(1:09:33). Kumagai, who aims for consecutive victories and broke a personal best record at a marathon held in
February this year, has been in excellent form.

| also have high expectations for a good race by a younger athlete, Kosuke Qishi (Japan Blind Marathon
Association), who has been showing rapid improvement. The women's racers will likely be led by Manami Waki
(IMV), who holds the fastest personal best among the entrants in her fourth consecutive appearance, but I'm
excited to see the racing by Haruka Abe, who will be taking on the half marathon for the first time.

This year, there will be one male runner and one female runner in the hearing impairment (T00) class: Takuro
Aoyama (Taito Athletics Association) and Makiko Yasumoto (Japan Deaf Athletics Association). Both will be
representing Japan in the Tokyo 2025 Deaflympics, which will be held in Japan for the first time this November
(they will be competing in the 10000 metres and the marathon). | hope the Tokyo Legacy Half Marathon gives
them a good running start before the major November event. There will be three male competitors and one
female competitor in the intellectual impairment (T20) class, including a first-time competitor. We will be
coordinating with various sports associations to share the appeal of the half marathon with even more people.

The Tokyo Legacy Half Marathon 2025 will be all about being “AUTHENTIC”, and | hope even more para
athletes discover their own value and compete in a way that is true to themselves. Please go out and let the
athletes hear your heartfelt cheers.

Tokyo Legacy Half Marathon 2025 Elite Race Preview

M Elite Race (starts at 8:05 a.m.) Race Director Yasuhiro Oshima

The Tokyo Legacy Half Marathon was created to carry on the legacy of the Tokyo 2020 Olympics and the
Paralympics. In 2022, the Tokyo Marathon Foundation held the first Tokyo Legacy Half Marathon, starting and
finishing at the Japan National Stadium. This will be the fourth time the race is held, and the concept we are
focusing on this time is being "AUTHENTIC." This half marathon, held in the refined metropolis of Tokyo, will
continue to evolve, led by a vision of a new AUTHENTIC spirit "TOKYO AUTHENTIC."

The men's elite category will likely be led by Selemon Barega (Ethiopia), who has a personal record finish time

of 57:50. Another appealing aspect of this runner is his youth--although he is only 25, he won the gold medal in
the 10000 metres at the Tokyo 2020 Olympics. Benard Langat and Vincent Yegon (both running for Honda) will
also be powerful competitors. Bedan Karoki (Toyota Motor Corporation) will be competing for the third year in
a row, so he is intimately familiar with the course. The main contenders for victory will likely be Barega and the
Kenyan athletes in the Japanese corporate teams.

From Japan, | look forward to seeing Yohei lkeda (Kao), Ichitaka Yamashita (Mitsubishi Heavy Industries) as well
as Yamato Yoshii (Toyota Motor Corporation) who won third place in 10000 metres at the JAAF Athletics
Championships, finishing under 60 minutes and mixing things up with the overseas runners.

Other than the invited athletes, Suguru Osako (Tokyo Athletics Association) who represented Japan in the
marathon in two consecutive Olympics, has also entered. This is drawing even more attention to the half
marathon, and I'm sure the race will be a fascinating one.

The women runners will likely be led by Rebecca Mwangi (Kenya), a former member of a Japanese corporate
team, and Meskerem Mamo (Ethiopia), who runs the 5000 metres in the 14-minute range. If Kaede Kawamura
(lwatani Corporation), whose personal best is 1:08:58, and Mao Kiyota (Suzuki), the top Japanese runner last
year, vie for a top position with the overseas runners, it will shape up to be an even more exciting race.
Expectations are also high for Kaede Hagitani (Saku City Athletics Association), who represented Japan in the
5000 metres in the Tokyo 2020 Olympics.

I think we'll be seeing the top runners breaking the half marathon records set last year (59:52 for men, 1:07:27
for women) as they speed through the streets of Tokyo. The world's top athletes will be competing, so | hope
everyone is looking forward to the breakneck, AUTHENTIC Tokyo Legacy Half Marathon 2025.
